Bathford Primary Write Team Script

The key object is the birdcage. Props include: Dustpan and brush, Binoculars, Tin Can, Teapot

Scene One

Charlotte and Joseph are slowly creeping forwards trying to catch the bird

Charlotte: Shhh...don't make any noise or the bird will fly away

Joseph: Don't worry I've got him trapped...he can't get away this time...1,2,3

Charlotte: Oh no he's flown off again

They both run around the room, whistling and trying to catch the bird

Charlotte: Come back here birdy

George opens the front door as Joseph tries to stop him

Joseph: Dad! The bird's escaped and he's flown out because you've opened the front door

George: Well how was I supposed to know? 

Charlotte: Eugh. The poor bird must have been frightened because he's left droppings all over the floor. You've just trodden in it i'm afraid dear.

George: Well how was I supposed to know? 

Charlotte: Let's get this mess tidied up

George: Does Jack know that the bird has escaped?

Joseph: No. I think you should go and tell him Dad

George: Me? Why me?

Joseph: Because he'll believe you

They start arguing

Charlotte: Can I leave you two alone for two minutes whilst I clear up this mess? 

They both nod, wait for her to leave then carry on arguing in slience

Charlotte: I saw that! I'm going to put these bird droppings in the bins outside.

They stop, wait for her to leave, then carry on arguing in silence again

Charlotte: Agh! Who are you?

Henry: Fixalot. I like finding things people have thrown away and repairing them. I fix a lot of things...get it?

Charlotte: Oh right. Have you found anything interesting in my bins?

Henry: Well I did find an old tin of baked beans...there were a few mouldy ones left in the bottom of the tin so I've eaten them up

Charlotte: Ew...

Henry: They were a tasty snack actually. You'd be amazed how much food people throw away (fart) Oops, excuse me.

Charlotte: Well I'm getting rid of some bird droppings – you really shouldn't eat them

Henry: Wow is that a dustpan and brush? 

Charlotte: Yes

Henry: Great I've been looking for a new telephone to replace this old tin can. Would you take it to the recycling for me?

Charlotte: Yes I'll get my son to do it. His pet bird has escaped so he'll be going on a hunt.

Scene Two

Jack is whistling and arrives at the fairground

Ruby: Roll Up! Roll Up! Anybody wanna win some binoculars? 

Henry: Oh this is pointless, nobody's ever going to come our stall

Renee: Because we haven't got any coconuts for customers to knock over

Charlotte G: You're right. This is hopeless. We need a coconut. 

Jack: What's happening here then? 

Henry: Nothing much

Jack: I thought I heard you say something about binoculars?

Ruby: Yes they are the first prize but we're missing a coconut for our coconut shy

Jack: Here would this tin can be a good replacement?

Charlotte G: Yes that would be great

Ruby: Would you like to have a go?

Jack: Yes please. 

The hero throws a ball and knocks over the tin can 

Ruby Congratulations sonny!

Charlotte G: Well fancy that!

Henry: …You've won first prize – the binoculars

Renee: Good shot...

Jack: These binoculars might help me to find my pet bird. He's flown away and I'm trying to find him.

Ruby: Good luck!

Jack: Thank you

Renee: Grrr!!!

Scene Three

Harry, James, Louis and Maisie are up a tree, looking for birds nests

The hero is still whistling and looks up at them with the binoculars

Jack: Birdy? Are you there?

???: These branches are very high up

???: Why've you got a teapot up here?

???: Fancy some high tea? Get it?

ALL: Huh (some ad libbing here – check with Campbell Perry)

Louis: Can you see any birds nests Harry?

Harry: No, the sun's in my eyes

Louis: Be careful with the baby birds

Maisie: I am I am

Harry: Can you see anything? 

James: No the sun's in my eyes as well

Jack: Excuse me. I'm down here. Hello

James: Hello down there

They all wave 

Jack: What are you doing up there in the branches?

Louis: We're trying to find the nest for these baby birds but the sun is too bright. We're keeping them safe in this teapot until we do.

Jack: Would my binoculars help look for the nest at all? 

James: Yes thanks mate. How we gonna get them off you?

Maisie: Could you throw them up to us?

Harry: You don't have a ladder in that backpack do you?

Jack: No. I'll throw them up after the count of 3. Ready?

ALL: 1,2,3...

Maisie catches the binoculars

Maisie: oh I can see the nest. 

ALL: Where where where?

Jack: I wish I could find my bird. He flew away from home and now he's vanished

Harry: Here, take this teapot with you and if you do find him, at least you can keep him safe

Louis: That's the first good idea you've had all day!

Jack: Throw it down 

ALL: 1,2,3

Jack: Got it. Thank you and Good bye!

Scene Four 

Flynn, Warren, Sophie and Ella are in the tea shop

(Ellla is going to improvise her lines)

Flynn: Could I have a cup of earl grey tea please?

Warren: Yes sir

Flynn: Eugh, yuck. What a disgusting cuppa. And it's stone cold. 

Sophie: Oh no what am I going to do?

Ella: This is the worst cafe i've ever been to. You should be ashamed of yourself. Finest tea house in town? You must be kidding. 

Sophie: Oh please forgive me. 

Ella: Keep your filthy hands off me. This dress is designer you know!

Jack: What's wrong?

Sophie: I run the finest tea house in town but i'm too busy to serve everybody and so the tea is going cold. 

Jack: Would this teapot be of any help?

Sophie: Oh yes, this teapot would help me out. Thank You

Sophie and Warren hum a tune (knick knack paddy wack) and serve the tea

Ella: There's that awful woman who served me the cold tea

Sophie: If you'd like to take a seat i'll give you one more cup to try, for free!

Ella: Fine. But you've only got one chance left. 

Warren: Would you care for a fresh new cup of our award winning tea sir?

(Flynn takes a drink)

Flynn: Um delicious cuppa old boy. 

Warren gives him a hug

Flynn: Erm, could you please get off me old chap? You're creasing my suit and i'll call my lawyers.

Warren: Sorry sir, I’m just so happy that you like our tea!

(Ella takes a sip.)

Ella: Gosh that new teapot has really made the difference. My tea isn't stone cold. 

Sophie: Thanks for the teapot. You look a little upset?

Jack: Well my bird has flown away and I thought i'd have found him by now. Could I ask what tune you're humming?
