Scene One

Ben: Ah, we might have a problem

Aisha: Woof woof

Theo: Dad forgot to ask the neighbours to water the plants

Ben: (annoyed)Yes thank you Theo. I'm afraid it's true. I forgot to ask the neighbours to water the plants

Abi: You did what?

Nathan: He forgot to ask the neighbours to water the plants!

Abi: Oh no...my...prize...winning...plants...they're dead!

Theo: and when's the plant competition Mum?

Sinead: It's so high up. I think...I'm going...to be...(she's sick behind the chairs)

Josh: What's the point? I'm just going to eat my salad sandwiches

Hero: wow...i love your paintings. I've always wanted to paint a view like this. Are you landscape painters?

Molly: Yes we are

Hero: Cool. I'm not allowed to paint at home. My mum says i'm too messy and the paint goes everywhere.(notices the old cave dweller)
