St John's Primary Script

Around The World In 80 Bites

The key object is a cookery book

Props include: goggles, apron, coathanger, shoes.

Saying: “You can never be too nice”

Scene One

In the cookery shop Phoebe is busy tidying the shelves, Lilly is the manageress, Monty is on the till and the first customer is Joe (very arrogant) and his scary dog Alex.

Monty: Have you done the stock check yet?

Lily: I would if you stopped bothering me!

Phoebe: I love working in this cookery shop – not! These pots and pans get dusty very quickly

Joe, followed by his dog and the hero enter the shop. The hero trips over the dog, spilling their money all over the floor

Lilly: Oh no this poor customer has tripped over. Somebody help them up!

Joe: Hem Hem. I want that cookery book on BBQs. I want to make the most of this fantastic weather and non-stop sunshine. Hand it over.

Monty: (nervous) Here it is. The recipie on flombay bananas is my personal favourite

Joe: Did I ask what you like? No I didn't. How much?

Monty: £12.99 pppplease?

Joe: It's not worth it. Get him Black Sabbath

Alex: (growling loudly he spits the money out)

Monty: Have a nice day

Hero: Hello. I've come in because I'd like to buy a new cookery book. I'm bored of  all my old recipies. Do you have one on BBQs by any chance?

Monty: I'm terribly sorry but I've just sold the last one

Lilly: Could we interest you in anything else? 

Phoebe: These cooking goggles perhaps? 

Hero: What are they for? 

Phoebe: They're good for catching your tears when you're chopping onions

Hero: Well they're not really what I came in for, but why not?

Monty: £3.99 please

Hero: Here you go

Monty, Phoebe and Lilly: Have a nice day!

Theo: You can never be too nice!

Scene Two: 

The house of the crying onion, Macie (Mum is chopping), Theo is a layer of the onion, Thomas is the rest of the onion, Josh is granny Doris and Leah is Macie's daughter Jermimah

Macie chops three times and we hear Thomas' groans

Hero: I can't wait to show off my new cooking goggles to my friend. Hang on, why's everybody crying?

Macie: (chopping the onion, Theo falls off Thomas)These onions are worse for making me cry than the last batch

Thomas: I'm bigger that's why

Josh: Crying is a terrible thing, very bad for your health you know!

Thomas: Hey mama, stop crying on me you're getting me all wet!

Hero: What's going on? 

Leah: Welcome. Come on in

Macie: Oh hello dear. We always cry when we're chopping onions in this house

Josh: Yes and it makes her cooking taste salty because it's filled with tears..yuck. 

Hero: Well I came over to show you my new goggles. The onions aren't affecting my eyes. Would anybody like to try them on? 

Macie: Oh me please. Yes that's much better

Hero: Glad I could help.

Leah: Why don't you take this apron as a sign of our thanks?

Hero: Wow I've always wanted a chef's apron

Leah ties it onto Theo

Josh: Hey that apron looks really nice on you! 

Hero: Well you can never be too nice

Josh: I was very attractive too in my younger day

Hero: Thanks and good luck with those onions

Thomas: Oh no, now I'm really for the chop...AGHH!

Scene Three

Inside a posh mansion Oliver (Dairylea) is getting ready for the party. Zara (Trifle) is the assistant, Bethany (Dorito) is organizing everybody, Jacob (Runnerbean) and Shelby (Spaghetti) are the catering assistants

Zara: Oh no, the dress doesn't fit

Oliver: What do you mean it doesn't fit? I had it hand-made especially

Zara: The zip won't do up

Oliver: Oh no, what am I going to wear?

Jacob: Oh no the food isn't ready

kaos with everybody panicking, running around

Hero: Excuse me. I could smell some delicious food being prepared. Are you having a party? 

Bethany: Well we were supposed to be having a party. But the dress doesn't fit. 

Shelby: The party's ruined!

Jacob: And we've burnt the cake

Hero: Well I've got this apron you could wear? If you dress it up it could look amazing and very cutting edge. 

Bethany: Oh thank you kind stranger. Runnerbean! Spaghetti! Fetch this person some food

Hero: Thank you. You can never be too nice.

Oliver: Oh it looks superb

Zara: Why don't you take this coat hanger that the dress was on? 

Hero: Okay I'm sure I could have fun with this down on the beach. 

Bethany: The party's not ruined! Let's Boogie...

They all dance

Scene Four

On the beach Sam (the metal detector), Josh (metal detecting), Meg (Mum with burning feet), Dore (sunbathing), Charlotte (building sandcastles)

Josh: I don't know why I bother. There's never any washed up jewellery on this beach. It's so disappointing. And my metal detector isn't working (he hits Sam)

Sam: Ow that hurt. Acutally for your information I am working, I'm working very well indeed.

Dore: Ah the sun is so hot. I must put on more sun tan lotion so I don't burn

Charlotte: This is the best sandcastle I've ever built

Meg: (stacatto) Ouch this sand is burning my feet

Sam: (robot voice) I am detecting metal...I am detecting metal

The hero throws the boomerang and it lands near Dore

Dore: Ow my head. You stupid children playing with that boomerang

Charlotte: My sandcastle...it's ruined!

Hero: Oops sorry that was my boomerang. Well it isn't really a boomerang. I guess that;s why it doesn't work so well.

Meg: Look we've found something buried in the sand where the boomerang landed. Everybody dig!

Sam: beep beep beep beep, metal has been detected, metal has been detected

Josh: Look it's a pair of shoes. So we did find something here afterall

Meg: Quick given them here. My feet are burning (put on shoes) Ahhh that's better.

Dore: Could I keep this boomerang please? I'd like to play with Charlotte

Hero: Of course. 

Josh: In return we'd like to give you this cookery book on BBQ's. Seeing as we're on a beach.

Hero: Oh wow it's the cookery book I tried to buy in the shop 

ALL: well you can never be too nice

Hero: Okay let's get cooking, beach party anyone?!

Everyone comes running onstage and leaves a gap for Theo and his BBQ in the middle

Hero: Food's ready! Who's hungry?
